SECTION 1 - GENERAL 

 

Article 1.1 Location of Site  

The site of works is located within the region Cote D’Or as indicated in the Tender Drawings. 

 

Article 1.2 Works To Be Executed  

The works to be executed involve, amongst others, the following: 

(i) Offsite Works 

• Construction of a grade separated interchange including dual carriageway reinforced 

concrete bridge, including associated sliplanes across the Motorway M3 at the existing Cote
